The objective isto have as
little exesss wire as poasible ex-
temding beyond stake sides, other-
wise, stakes will not fit down be-
tween bunk gldeswhen car is un-
loaded and they are not reguired.



Ume other method of lessening this
possibility 15 touss a $61 drill o
countersink or make ball-moalhed
boles which chkain anchor wire
pA3ses. In thiscase, wire canbe
inserted and flattened os mention-
ed praviously, but the wider mouth
of the hole permits the flared wire
and Lo pull inglde the hole, yet
not completely throwgh, A faw
light strokes withfils will remore
excede wire bevond stake side and
temd to create a burred end to
further prevent wire pulling out.
Stillanother method isto oot wipa
ands ¢lose to gtake on either side,
bend wire ends over against slake
gldea, after which wire thickness
can be reduced with a few file culs
o provide clearanoe. Hnr‘n,gm['lar,
stakes are made of a rafler easy
cutting metal and filing and drill-
ing operalions must be hzrdled
with great rara,

Insert small plastic buahing be-
twaen lags af stuke and cenkber
biles in the lower end of stake.

Once stakes are in place, feed
free end of stake chains through
gide opening=s in bunk oppoaite
from where stuke s located, (Fig.

etakes must be near vertical and
they are prevented from falling
gutwards by adjusting chain bengih
on opposite side of lunk, At this
mointk chain links are csught be-
twean two vertical prajections on
asmall bracket onbunk side.
